When the performance was completed, the audience rushed to the stage o applaud, as was
the practice in those days. When the audience was applauding, a massive chandelier fell
without warning and was smashed into pieces just where the audience had been sitting a few
seconds earlier. In spite of there being thousands of shards of crystal there were no
injuries to anyone, not even a single scratch. To this day Haydn's Symphony No 96 has borne
the title of the Miracle Symphony. Dear Jesus, we thank you for all the music which lifts
the spirits and calms the soul.
